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WORLDWIDE ACTION FOR INNOCENT TIBETAN MONK SERVING LIFE SENTENCE
Tibet Activists demand China immediately release Tenzin Delek Rinpoche  

 [Your City] – On January 26th, Tibetans and their supporters worldwide will take action for the release of Tenzin Delek Rinpoche, a revered Buddhist leader from Eastern Tibet, sentenced to life in prison by the Chinese government.  [Sentence about local action]

This date marks the fourth anniversary since Tenzin Delek's death sentence was upheld and his co-accused Lobasang Dhondup was executed. Following an intense international advocacy campaign, Tenzin Delek's death sentence was commuted to life in prison on January 26th, 2005. Tibetan rights groups continue to advocate for his release by organizing protests, vigils, and fax appeals.
According to Human Rights Watch and other human rights monitoring organizations, the Chinese government did not present credible evidence against Tenzin Delek or Lobsang Dhondup and both men were denied access to independent lawyers. It is widely believed Tenzin Delek was targeted given his promotion of Tibetan language, religion, and culture; his treatment is an example of the Chinese government's ongoing repression of Tibetans' freedom of speech and religion.
