New York Tibetans Gather in Union Square to Mark the End of the Olympic Games 

New York – Hundreds of local Tibetans and supporters will gather in New York City’s Union Square to shine a spotlight on China’s ongoing repression of Tibet and Tibetans due to China’s Olympics crackdown. Members from Students for a Free Tibet (SFT) who were recently deported from Beijing for nonviolent protests will address the gathering. There will be a screening of Leaving Fear Behind, a heroic film shot by Tibetans from inside Tibet chronicling Tibetan views on the Beijing Olympic Games. The footage was smuggled out of Tibet under extraordinary circumstances, and the filmmakers who were detained soon after sending their tapes out still remain in detention today. The 25-minute documentary will be screened at the Union Square vigil.
